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Introduction

This document adds one pair of new issues to the Iu flex “triggering” comparison table.

This issue was not raised in the last SA 2 teleconference on this topic, so it was not included in S2-051735.

Comparison 

1) Trigger for re-distribution


RNC/BSC discrimination based on message type and forwards the MM messages to the appropriate CN
CN sends a response message to force a second LAU/RAU

What happens if SAE work adopts “RNC at Node B site” approach 
Poor: 

Configuration data has to be loaded into thousands of BTS sites – potentially from multiple vendors, and updated several times as “the CN moves through the 3 phase of load removal”.
Good: Configuration data changed in one large CN node.



What if SAE adopts ‘large RNC approach’
