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1. Overall Description:

SA2 would like to kindly thank ETSI TISPAN WG2 for their Liaison on 3GPP SA2 and TISPAN specification convergence for IMS and appreciates TISPAN’s continued efforts in driving for convergence.

3GPP SA2 would like to respond to TISPAN’s questions as follows:.

For the first two TISPAN questions, which are repeated below for clarity, the SA2 response is contained after the questions:

TISPANs questions:


3GPP SA2 to identify if it is feasible to separate 23.002 IMS architecture material into a more generic form within the timescales of the 3GPP work item FBI.


3GPP SA2 to identify if it is feasible to assign a component name to the subset of the multimedia subset of the HSS within the timescales of the 3GPP work item FBI.

SA2s response:

SA2 has discussed these questions and has proposed action to fulfil these above requests according to the following:

· The IMS architecture diagram will be re-inserted (it was removed sometime during the IMS specification development phase) into TS 23.228 in order to enable an IMS only description of the architecture

· The HSS can be deployed with differing levels of functionality.  SA2 proposes to describe examples of such deployments in an Annex of TS 23.228.  SA2 is of the understanding that the TISPAN needs can be addressed through a description of the deployment options.

SA2s response to the third question is listed below:

TISPAN Question:

3GPP SA2 to indicate any intentions in the longer term to restructure the Quality of Service control, service based local policy and flow based charging architecture, and the specifications which document this, in order to allow common specification for use of within the context of a generic access technology architecture controlled by a generic resource and admission control by both 3GPP IMS and NGN IMS.

SA2 Response:

SA2 would like to inform TISPAN that several different studies are progressing considering the QoS control, SBLP and FBC architectures, in addition to the System Architecture Evolution WI studying more general architectural impacts.

At SA2#47, a new WI has been approved to initiate specification for the Evolution of Policy Control and Flow Based Bearer Level Charging within the release 7 timeframe. This work item takes the results from the feasibility study into the technical specifications phase.

SA2 understands this specification will provide a base for a generic control architecture serving different access technologies.

SA2 looks forward to discussing this further in the coming joint meeting.
