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This document includes SA2 Chairman's personal notes of the TSG-SA#28 meeting, primarily focused on SA2 related issues.

General:

· Release 6 freezing: A few extensions where granted for release 6, e.g: 

· MBMS.

· FDD Uplink Enhancements (EDCH), performance requirements.

· PS Handover (A/Gb).

· If these features are completed by TSG SA#29 they will remain in Rel-6. 

· Release 7: It was agreed to keep the target of stabilising the stage 1 by September 2005.

· System Architecture Evolution: TSG SA did not at this stage agree on guidance to limit the scope of the SAE/LTE work:

· TSG SA currently see no reason to restrict the use of frequency bands and/or geographic areas.

· TSG SA agreed that the backward compatibility to legacy systems needs to be considered in the LTE and SAE work, while also respecting the performance goals of the LTE / SAE work. i.e. the study of backward compatibility is encouraged in the LTE / SAE work, taking into account the cost of this on the performance goals of the work.

· It was clarified that the RAN evolution work is considering the PS Domain and only packet services will be provided. .

· SA2 Workload: Some concerns were expressed on the balance of work (between evolution work and Rel 7 work) and also the imposition of artificial restrictions limiting the use of parallel and ad-hoc sessions.  No agreement could be reached however, so the SA2 management is requested to use its judgment to ensure that the principles of balance and efficiency are respected when allocating meeting time and planning schedules. 

· Working Practices: There was a set of proposals to improve the TSG SA working practices in SP-050377.  

· Use of study items in a similar way as TSG RAN

· Greater use of TSG SA wide WIDs

· Reorganisation of the TSG SA agenda according to WIDs

· The recommendations was endorsed and the TSG SA management team undertook the task to communicate this agreement on the e-mail list with details of the expected implementation of the Recommendations.

· In addition it was recommended that a WI status report is provided to each plenary

Comments and decisions related to the SA2 provided documents:

· Technical Reports and Specifications:
· TS 23.279 V2.0.0: Combining CS and IMS services; Stage 2: This TS was provided for approval. There was some hesitation to approve the TS as the Stage 1 had not been approved. It was decided to postpone the approval of this document until the Stage 1 was ready for approval. SA WG2 were asked to check for final alignment with the updated Stage 1 and present it to the next meeting again for approval. It was agreed that this should not delay the stage 3 work and the draft version was considered stable enough to be used as a basis for the work.

· TR 23.804 V2.0.0: Support of SMS and MMS over generic 3GPP IP access: It was noted that "Transparently" means that the binary content in unaffected. It was clarified that there is a joint meeting between SA WG2 and ETSI AT and the requirements from ETSI AT will be discussed and considered by SA WG2, even if the TR has been approved. This TR was approved and placed under TSG SA change control as version 7.0.0 (Rel-7).

· TR 23.802 V1.0.0: Architectural Enhancements for End-to-End Quality of Service (QoS): This TR was provided for information and was noted.

· TR 23.806 V1.0.0: Voice Call Continuity between CS and IMS: This TR was provided for information and was noted.

· TR 23.867 V1.0.0: Internet Protocol (IP) based IP Multimedia Subsystem (IMS) emergency sessions: This TR was provided for information and was noted. 
· TR 23.803 V1.0.0: Evolution of Policy Control and Charging: This TR was provided for information and was noted.

· Comments on SA2 Change Requests (other CRs were approved as such):

· CRs on 23.228: These CRs were approved with the caveat that the MCC should correct the style of the notes added in CR#490r1 and CR#498

· CRs on 23.246: It was commented that CR titles should be more explicit than “Corrections” and the cover sheet should include the dates for the CRs. Two of the 23.246 CRs (147r2 and 154) was replaced by a combined CR (#157). The CRs in SP-050340 and SP-050355 was approved.
· Work Item Descriptions:
· New WID on IMS Communication Service Identifier (ServID): There was an alternative proposal in a company contribution (SP-050328) proposing a general study without assuming that a Communication Service ID is needed. After some discussion it was agreed that the working assumption that communication service identifiers will be used was acceptable for this FS, but alternatives to this can be investigated during the study. The WID was revised to include this information in TD SP-050392 which was approved.
· New WID on Feasibility study on enhancement of radio performance for VoIMS: The WID was approved without revisions.

· Revised WID on Voice call continuity between CS and IMS (incl. I-WLAN): There was an objection to removing the completion dates for the TS, but also objection to keeping the original dates. After some discussion it was agreed to revert to the original dates and ask SA WG2 to review these again and provide updated dates as a revision at the next TSG SA meeting if it becomes clear that the existing dates will not be met. The WID was revised in TD SP-050393, which was approved.
