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Overall Description:

SA1 would like to thank SA2 for their LS (S2-051880 = S1-050774) on clarification of subscription scenarios for VCC.

With regard to SA2’s working assumption that only one UE is involved in VCC, we concur that this is a valid assumption.

With regard to SA2’s assumption that the UE for VCC contains only one UICC, SA2 should not make this assumption. It should be noted that the 3GPP specifications already allow support for multiple UICCs in a handset (refer to TS 22.101 Sections 13.3).  

With regard to SA2’s question:

“In the case where a user’s CS and IMS subscriptions are assigned different MSISDNs, after execution of a Domain Change between CS and IMS, shall the other party of the call be indicated of the change of MSISDN (CS E.164 number <-> SIP tel URI)?”

Currently, it is not a requirement that the other party be notified of the change.

SA1 would also like to inform SA2 that we have further clarified the requirements for VCC and have agreed CRs to the current VCC requirements. These CRs are contained in the attached documents.
