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Introduction

In the SA2#47 meeting, a clarification was approved to indicate in the scope that the communication of CSI is peer-to-peer functionality(S2-051613). Also in this meeting, a presentation of TS 23.279 was approved(S2-051897), in which the description of the scope has been asked to change as to describe clearly that the combined CS and IMS services are established between the same two UEs. 
This contribution propose to synchronize this further clarification in the scope description of TS, i.e., to describe in scope that the combined CS and IMS services are established between the same two UEs. 
Proposal

It is proposed to make the following modification in the TS 23.279.

Scope

The present document provides architectural details to combine CS services and IMS services for using them in parallel between the same two users in a peer-to-peer context. The document provides a detailed description of how capabilities and identities are exchanged to enable the combination of CS and IMS services between the same two UEs. 
The present document includes the following capabilities that enable the combination of CS and IMS services:
-
Radio capability exchange. 

-
SIP based UE terminal capability exchange.

-
MSISDN number exchange in SIP.

-
Establishing anIMS session in parallel to an ongoing CS call between the same two UEs.

-
Establishing a CS call in parallel to an ongoing IMS session between the same two UEs.

The individual CS call or IMS service that are combined are described in their respective specifications.
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
