Header removal for an RTP media stream consists of the following actions:

Removing the IP/UDP and RTP header of a media stream at a Header Stripper function. Sending the frames extracted from the RTP payload over a link, preserving relative timing and ordering between frames. The Frames are then received at the other end of the link, where they are encapsulated in a new RTP/UDP/IP packet by a Header Reconstructor function. The Header Reconstructor function needs to be configured with the information necessary to correctly reconstruct the IP, UDP and RTP headers. 
In UMTS, the header stripper and the header reconstructor functions should be located both in the UE and in the RNC, similarly to the header compression functions. Setting up the header reconstructor for the uplink in the RNC may require involving the core network (SGSN) to carry the necessary information from the UE.
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
