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1. Introduction

The TS 23.125 has a section on ” Overal description” describing the flow based charging functions. This contribution proposes to add a similar description to the TS 23.203. 
2. Discussion

There is no textual description of the overall functionality provided by PCC. 
3. Proposal 

It is proposed to add the following text to the draft TS.

6.1 Overall description

The following functions are provided by the network for the purpose of Policy and Charging Control.
· QoS authorization: This function ensures that authorized resources are allocated for session-based services. The function is invoked at service session establishment or modification. 

· QoS control: This function ensures that the QoS that is requested for an IP network connection is aligned with what has been negotiated during session establishment and with operator defined policies. This function is invoked when the UE initiates an IP network connection or modifies the QoS of an existing IP network connection. 

· Gating control: This function ensure to control when service data flows are allowed in an IP Network connection. This function allows correlation of session events like session establishment and session modification with what is allowed to pass in the user plane. The function is invoked when the UE establishes a new session or modifies an existing service session. 

· User plane events notification: This function ensures that the user plane events are notified to the Application Function. The Application Function can subscribe to user plane events that are relevant for the service session. Examples are modification or ending of an IP network connection. The function is invoked when the user plane detects the event that the Application Function has subscribed to. 

· Charging correlation: This function ensures correlation of charging information between the user charging and the application level charging.

· Service Data Flow control: This function ensures determination of the Policy and Charging rules applicable to a service data flow. Policy and Charging rules can be created dynamically for service data flows negotiated during the service session establishment or modification or can be pre-defined. The user plane under certain events, such as IP network connection establishment, invokes this function. 
· Service Data Flow reporting: This function ensures reporting of usage for allowed service.
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
