Architecture Requirements

The solution for GRUU capability shall fulfil the following architectural requirements:

1. The specification should minimize the changes to existing IMS architecture and procedures, and re-use existing IMS functional entities. 

2. IMS networks and IMS UEs without GRUU capability should not be impacted.

3. GRUUs associated with the same public user identity should be registered with the same S-CSCF.

4. It shall be possible for the IMS core-network entities to extract the public user id from a GRUU.

5. It shall be possible to determine whether the remote URI in a SIP message eg INVITE is a GRUU or not. 

6. A GRUU capable UE shall be able to inter-work with an IMS network that does not recognize GRUU. 

7. A GRUU capable UE shall be able to inter-work with an UE that does not support GRUU capability.
