Overall Architecture Requirements for support of GRUU

5.1 
General Requirements

The solution for GRUU capability in IMS shall satisfy the following requirements:

1. A GRUU shall be global i.e., it can be used by any UE to address a UE that subscribes to the GRUU property. 

2. A SIP packet addressed to a GRUU corresponding to a public user id shall route to a unique instance of the UE even when the same public user id are registered from multiple UEs. 

3. When a UE sends a SIP packet to a GRUU, the request shall to be routed to the specific UE instance to which the GRUU refers. This shall be possible even where a NAT (-PT)/NAPT (-PT) between the UE and the P-CSCF. This shall include at least the types of NATs that are commonly deployed.

4. It shall be possible for the network to reject the GRUU request from a UE.
