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1. Overall Description:

SA2 thanks CT4 reply on the LS and confirms that the implementation of S-CSCF reassignment during the terminated call procedure is possible.
SA2 would like to kindly request CT4 and CT1 continue to study this issue to find an agreeable solution and determine if any additional standardization is needed. 
The scenarios seen from the SA2 view are below, with the cases that need S-CSCF reassignment highlighted:

1. Use case A: S-CSCF Failure detected by the I-CSCF.

a. S-CSCF Fails when User IS NOT associated (i.e. has not registered on an S-CSCF and no AS has been assigned a S-CSCF via a service activation) to the failed S-CSCF.

i. In this case, reassignment is NOT necessary.

b. S-CSCF Fails when User IS associated with the S-CSCF (i.e. has registered on the S-CSCF or has had an AS activate a service for this subscriber which uses this S-CSCF)

i. If the User has registered on the S-CSCF, a new S-CSCF can be assigned via the normal registration procedure.  Reassignment is NOT necessary.
ii. If the User is NOT registered, a reassignment is needed to trigger services related to the unregistered state.

2. Use case B: S-CSCF is changed via provisioning by the operator

a. When User IS NOT associated with the S-CSCF.

i. In this case, reassignment is NOT necessary.

b. When User IS associated to the S-CSCF.

i. If the User has registered on the S-CSCF, a new S-CSCF can be assigned via the normal registration procedure.  Reassignment is NOT necessary.
ii. If the User is NOT registered, a reassignment is needed to trigger services related to the unregistered state.

2. Actions:

To CT1, CT4
SA2 kindly asks CT4 and CT1 to take into consideration the above clarification and
(1) Continue studying S-CSCF reassignment from a stage-3 point of view. 
(2) Inform SA2 if an agreeable solution for stage 3 standardization is found, and if stage-2 changes are needed.
