Introduction
Within 3GPP there are some activities ongoing for the support of multimedia telephony – including at the stage 1, stage 2 and stage 3 level, including alignment with TISPAN under the work-item of Fixed broadband access.  Currently 3GPP does not formally recognise a SIP-AS that is required for the support of multimedia telephony.  This contribution proposes the introduction of a SIP-AS for the support of multimedia telephony.

Discussion

3GPP describes the role of a SIP-AS for messaging (See TS 23.228 Clause 5.16 and TS 24.247) and for conferring where a Conferencing AS is described in TS 24.174.  This contribution proposes some text for section 8 “Identification of stage 2 impacts for multimedia telephony” that describes the introduction of a telephony application server for multimedia telephony.  This application server is referred to as a telephony application server (TAS).
Some of the procedures within telephony require the sending of tones and announcements (in different medias), which requires the support of an MRFC/P.  Following the principle established with messaging, conference and push-to-talk, this contribution proposes that the interactions between the Telephony Application Server and the MRFC are out of the scope of standardisation.

Proposal

This contribution proposes that the following text is included into TR 23.818.

Introduction of the Telephony Application Server (TAS)
8.1.1
General

A number of the procedures involved in the provision of the multimedia telephony service require the support of a SIP-AS for telephony.  Such a SIP-AS is referred to as a telephony application server. For some services, the telephony application server interacts with a MRFC for e.g. the sending of tones or announcements in different media formats.  Following the principles established with messaging and conferencing, the functional split between the MRFC and the conferencing AS is out of scope of the present document resulting in the procedures for the MRFC are described together with those for multimedia telephony.

Standardisation Impacts
The Telephony Application Server (TAS) is a SIP-AS that provides the services for the support of multimedia telephony together with the MRFC should be included in TS 23.228 as shown in Figure 8.1-1.

The Telephony Application Server (TAS) is a SIP-AS providing the network support for multimedia telephony.  The functional split between the TAS and the MRFC is out of the scope of the present document, so the procedures for the TAS and the MRFC are described together.
