Emergency Session Establishment in the visited network 


The UE in the visited network shall follow the same rules and procedure as defined for the UE in the home network in section 7.3.

The P-CSCF in the visited network shall follow the same rules and procedure as defined for the P-CSCF in the home network in section 7.3 except that the E-CSCF is located in the same network as the P-CSCF.

In the case that the request does not carry an “emergency service” indication and the P-CSCF is not able to detect it either, and the home S-CSCF is able to detect that the request is for emergency services, the S-CSCF shall reject the session initiation request with an indication that this is for an emergency session. When UE received this indication, It shall initiate the "UE Detectable Emergency Session" as described in subclause 7.1.1
The E-CSCF in the visited network shall follow the same rules and procedure as defined for the E-CSCF in the home network in section 7.3 except that the E-CSCF is located in the same network as the P-CSCF.
