4.1. General

Voice Call Continuity is an access agnostic solution encompassed at the application layer in the UE and the IMS home network, providing service control capabilities for users with access to voice services in CS domain and IMS. VCC provides functions for call originations, terminations and seamless mobility across CS domain and IMS during active calls. 

VCC subscriber calls are anchored in IMS to provide service ubiquity when roaming across CS domain and IMS. Subscriber originations and terminations established over CS domain are redirected to IMS using standard CS domain techniques available for redirecting calls at call establishment. An IETF 3pcc (third party call control) function is employed in home IMS for control of VCC subscriber calls and enablement of inter domain mobility manifested by domain transfers between CS domain and IMS with capability to transition multiple times in both directions.
