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1. Overall Description:
CT4¤ thanks SA2 for their LS S2-052469 entitled “Reply LS on support for simultaneous WLAN direct IP access sessions“.

In considering the question posed by SA2:

SA2 kindly asks CT1 and CT4 to provide information about the required changes in their specifications if simultaneous WLAN Direct IP Access sessions are allowed.

CT4 noted that, due to support of RADIUS on the Wa and Wd interfaces, and the attendant lack of RADIUS redirect capabilities, TS 29.234 already has an open technical issue in Release 6 that could lead to the existence of multiple 3GPP AAA Servers concurrently serving a given WLAN user. To date, this has been considered to be an error case.

A preliminary analysis of the prospective simultaneous WLAN direct access requirement indicated that such a requirement would lead to the need to support multiple serving 3GPP AAA Servers for a given WLAN UE. The necessary co-ordination logic at the HSS to support these multiple 3GPP AAA Servers concurrently serving a given user is not currently specified and will require careful consideration before doing so. 

CT4 will continue to analyze this issue and will inform SA2 and SA3 as to the eventual conclusion.]
