Session control and management:
- On the originating side, S-CSCF shall check whether the GRUU of the calling in the request is valid (i.e. the GRUU conveyed in the SIP Contact header has been registered) and reject the request if it is invalid.
- On the terminating side, S-CSCF shall check whether the GRUU of the called in the request is valid (i.e. the GRUU conveyed in the SIP Request-URI header has been registered) and reject the request if it is invalid.
- On the terminating side, S-CSCF shall check whether the GRUU of the called in the response is valid (i.e. the GRUU conveyed in the SIP Contact header has been registered). If the GRUU of the called is invalid, S-CSCF shall replace the invalid GRUU with the stored GRUU or with the registered address.
