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1. Introduction
In TR 23.806, it is defined that “VCC application is implemented in home IMS using a SIP AS” and CCCF is the function that performs the domain transfer.

In the Informative Annex of TR 23.806, gsmSCF is used to anchor the CS terminated call from GMSC to IMS.
During the discussion of CS originating case, gsmSCF was also shown for anchoring the call from VMSC to IMS. However, the relationship between gsmSCF and CCCF was not clear; thus, there is no agreed texts to the TR.

This contribution recommends a way forward to describe gsmSCF and CCCF.
2. Discussion
TS 23.078 (or TS 03.78) 3GPP CAMEL stage 2 TS clearly defined the functionality and interworking of gsmSCF, gsmSSF, HSS, and other related CAMEL functional entities. 

There are some issues to be considered when describing CCCF as “acting as gsmSCF”. These are:

1. how much gsmSCF functionality in this SIP AS should be compliant to 3GPP TS 23.078?

2. the cover sheet for presentation of TR 23.806, S2-053005, indicates that the “Possible interaction with CAMEL services” will be resolved as part of the progression of the work on the TS. It is not defined in 3GPP CAMEL stage 2 TS on how an interaction between 2 gsmSCF is resolved. This requires careful study with CT4 which may delay timely progress of VCC TS.
The above problem would be solved if gsmSCF is left as the functional entity defined in 3GPP CAMEL stage 2 TS. In VCC TS, the architecture should not show that CCCF and gsmSCF are somehow mingled into one functional entity. In other words, the functional requirement for CCCF and gsmSCF should be described separately.

3. Proposal

Accept the following principles for stage 2 VCC TS work.
1. Architecture diagram shall have gsmSCF and CCCF shown separately

2. Call flow shall have gsmSCF and CCCF shown separately

3. Interaction between gsmSCF and CCCF, if required, should be shown. 

· If an interface is needed between gsmSCF and CCCF, the information flowing across this interface shall be described. This WG can decide later whether this interface needs to be standardized in this timeframe or not. 

· Note: Combining both gsmSCF and CCCF is an implementation issue.
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
