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1. Introduction

Knowledge of a CCCF PSI and a CS number associated with the CCCF PSI is required at the UE to request Domain Transfer from CS to IMS and IMS to CS respectively.

This paper adds text to Section 6.1 Registration to specify the communication of CCCF PSI upon IMS Registration as it may be beneficial to allow for dynamic assignment of the PSI based on user location or network scalability. It also adds a new informative Annex to recommend an implementation option for uniquely identifying the user when requesting Domain Transfer to CS.

2. Discussion

6.1 Registration

6.1.1 IMS Registration
6.1.1.1 Information Exchange between the CCCF and the UE 

Upon successful IMS Registration, and 3rd party Registration with CCCF, the CCCF may communicate the CCCF PSI and associated CS number to the UE to be used when requesting Domain Transfer from CS to IMS and IMS to CS respectively.

The assignment of CCCF PSI for uniquely identifying the user requiring Domain Transfer to CS is an implementation option.
Annex B (informative): Identification of the user and the CCCF Application Server serving the user for Domain Transfer to CS
For Domain Transfer to CS, the invite reaching the CCCF via the MGCF should uniquely identify the following:

1. The CCCF Application Server serving the user.

2. User requiring the Domain Transfer to CS. It is an implementation option as to how this is achieved; an example implementation is provided below: 

To initiate Domain Transfer to CS, the UE requests establishment of CS Access Leg by calling a CS number associated with a CCCF PSI. Upon processing the call setup request for the CS Access Leg from the UE, the CS network uses CAMEL origination triggers to supply a CS number to uniquely identify the CCCF Application Server and user.  This is necessary since the user’s identity is not guaranteed to be communicated across the CS network as the calling party number.
