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1. Overall Description:

3GPP SA2 would like to thank WiMAX Forum NWG for their liaison on incorporating support for WiMAX in 3GPP I-WLAN specifications.
3GPP SA2 acknowledges that there are currently some sections of TS 23.234 that contain technical descriptions specific to IEEE 802.11, which could become more generic by means of editorial changes against this specification. The scope of TS 23.234 is to cover interworking with IP-based access networks that can support the interworking architecture defined in this specification. It is noted that there is currently only one 3GPP SA2 WI making technical enhancements to TS 23.234 for Rel-7 but it is limited only to changes for QoS enhancements.
Regarding the question on whether Scenarios 4 and 5 (i.e. interworking with service continuity) can be considered in the context of Rel-7 I-WLAN work, SA2 wants to point out that these scenarios are being considered in the context of System Architecture Evolution (SAE) for enabling mobility between pre-SAE 3GPP systems and non-3GPP access systems (including I-WLANs). The relevant architectural solutions are currently being documented in Annex E of 3GPP TR 23.882 (attached).
On the issue of whether WiMAX can be considered as a trusted network, it is noted that 3GPP SA3 is the most appropriate 3GPP working group to provide further feedback and specify the security aspect of interworking with these networks.
As a closing note, SA2 believes that SAE is the most appropriate work item to address the interworking requirements including service continuity between 3GPP access systems and WiMAX access networks (as well as other non-3GPP access systems) and would like to welcome further collaboration with WiMAX NGW in this area.
