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It was agreed that the Rel 7 target for stage 2 completion is June 2006.  SA2 is requested to provide a list of those items for which the stage 2 is not complete in June.  A re-assessment of the stage 2 work should be made in June 2006 and decisions made on items in Rel-7 and completion dates. CT WGs should continue working on their WIs, assuming they will be part of Rel-7 for the time being.

RAN approved a study item on HSPA evolution (referred to as HSPA+).  TSG SA confirmed that the intention for SAE work was and is, to include HSPA Evolution as one of the necessary Access Systems. It was clarified that all 3GPP and non-3GPP Accesses are considered but that there will be differences on how different Accesses are handled. In addition, there is a need for close coordination between RAN and SA in this work. It was also noted that the migration aspects are also included in the SAE work. The above statements re-affirm the current situation and does not intend to imply any specific architectural decisions.
In addition, the following guidance was agreed as part of incorporating HSPA+ into SAE: 

- As a working principle, the study phase on HSPA+ is not expected to be used to question agreed LTE/SAE   working assumptions.
- The study phase on HSPA+ is not expected to impact the SAE time plan (i.e. key decisions and the proposed meetings where these decisions are to be made, as identified in the Joint Meeting of SA WG2, RAN WG2 and RAN WG3 in February 2006).
There were some comments on the scope and mandate for the SA2 SAE Adhoc in April. After some discussion it was agreed that the SA WG2 agreed mandate for the ad-hoc meeting should be maintained. If any company has concerns with specific proposals to the meeting, then the concerns can be communicated to the SA2 management to ensure that these views are taken into consideration when discussing contributions. This means that delegations that can not attend the SAE Adhoc can review the contributions and provide their comments via email for considerations in the meeting discussions. Delegations that can not attend the meeting, that want to comment on the contributions, are asked to send the comments on the SA2 reflector before the meeting starts on Monday, April 3rd, 13.00. All SA2 delegates are also asked to ensure that ensure that the email comments are taken into account in the meeting discussions.

The SAE work plan that was agreed by the SA2/RAN2/RAN3 JM in Denver was endorsed by SA in SP-060166 (including the plan for priority items and decisions).

CT1 is dependant on a stable VCC TS 23.206 to be able to progress the VCC stage 3. CT and SA hence urged SA2 to continue stabilise stage 2.

It was agreed that the AIPN TS (22.258) would be moved to Rel 8.  CRs resulting from the AIPN work resulted in the creation of other Rel 8 specs. The AIPN TR remains in Rel 7.
An LS was generated recommending how to document any optional functionality that might arise due to incorporation of TISPAN or Cablelabs requirements into IMS.  It also recommended an approach for dealing with multiple industry definitions of UE. (SP-060234).
SA recommended to SA3 several principles for dealing with security issues arising from TISPAN or Cablelabs requirements on IMS.  The recommendations included documenting NAS bundled authentication as a TR. (SP-060235)
SA2 documents:

CRs:

All SA2 CRs was approved without revisions or major comments, except for:

· 23.279 CR#11r1: The CR was revised slightly (no technical change) and approved in SP-060228

· 23.279 CR#10r1: After some discussion the CR was agreed with one objection, see MoM from SA#31 for details.

· 23.221 CR#51r1: The CR was approved but SA2 was asked to provide further clarification on the actions that a UE shall take after completion of an IMS emergency session. SA2 was also asked to check if the SA1 CR in SP-060034 (emergency SIP UIR) has any impacts on the additions in 23.221.

· 23.228 CRs in SP-060126: This package contained a release 6 CR and a R7 mirror. Before the meeting it was noted that the R6 CR modified a figure that did not exist in R6. The R6 CR was hence withdrawn and the R7 CR was revised to category F and placed in SP-060178 which was approved.

TSs and TRs:

All SA2 TSs and TRs was noted or approved as agreed by SA2.

WIDs:

The SA2 agreed new and revised WIDs where approved without comments or revisions with the exception of the following:

· The updated WID "Voice call continuity between CS and IMS (incl. I-WLAN)" was revised to remove the SA5 document header and some other small adjustments like adding the UiD for linked WIDs etc. The revision was provided in SP-060211 which was approved.

· The updated WID “Identification of Communication Services in IMS" was revised to remove the SA5 document header. The revision was placed in SP-060216 which was approved.  
· The updated WID "Evolution of policy control and flow based bearer level charging" was revised to remove the SA5 document header. The revision was placed in SP-060217 which was approved.  
· The new WID "One Tunnel solution for Optimisation of Packet Data Traffic" was approved without revisions. Questions were raised on the impact on the access network and how LI can be supported and it was responded that those issues will be part of the study. 
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
