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1. Overall Description:

SA2 is currently specifying the location of binding of service data flows to IP-CAN bearers for Rel 7. It is proposed that binding is placed in the PCEF for the multi-access (access agnostic) PCC architecture, with one exception, GPRS using UE initiated PDP contexts, where the PCRF should perform the binding. The main motivation for this exception is backward compatibility with Rel-6.

In order to define the appropriate requirements we need to know how backward compatibility is intended to be handled for the Gx interface. 

We have noticed that there is a different document numbers for Rel 7 Gx. Is Rel 7 Gx intended to include backward compatibility for Rel 6 Gx or are those to be handled as two separate diameter applications?
2. Actions:

To CT3 group.

ACTION: 
SA2 asks CT3 to respond with the intentions on how backward compatibility will be handled for the Rel 7 Gx interface from a Diameter protocol application perspective. 

SA2 would much appreciate receiving an answer preferably by SA2#53 or latest by SA2#54, even though the meeting schedules suggest that this might require an expedited handling of this LS in CT3.
