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SUMMARY
The drafting group was chaired by Balazs Bertenyi (Nokia) and was held across 3 slots over the week. Rougly 25 people attended the drafting session. 

The drafting group reviewed all input contributions and all but one of their revisions on Rel-6 Flow-Based Charging and Rel-7 Policy Control and Charging. 

Moving binding to the PCEF

The outstanding revised contribution (S2-061717) has proven to be controversial in the drafting group. It proposes a conceptual change in the PCC architecture to move the binding functionality from the PCRF to the PCEF with the exception of GPRS where the Rel6 functionality would be kept (i.e. binding would remain in the PCRF for GPRS). 
An informal show of hands indicate 8 companies supporting while 3 companies opposing this conceptual change. 

Guidance is requested from the SA2 plenary to resolve this matter.

The rapporteur’s proposal is to focus on addressing and resolving the technical concerns around the proposal in S2-061717 during SA2#53. Offline work is much encouraged for this. Following the technical analysis, SA2#53 should also aim for deciding this matter possibly with the aid of another informal show of hands. 
Sending TS 23.203 for information to SA#32

The drafting group did not have time to discuss whether TS 23.203 should be sent for information to SA#32. 

In the rapporteur’s view the TS is sufficiently mature to be sent for information, a draft cover sheet is produced to be reviewed by S2 in S2-061723.
