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SA2 would like to thanks RAN3 for the LS on Relocation of Preserved RABs (S2-061254, R3-060404).

SA2 has studied the issue and has agreed CRs on 23.060 to clarify that:

On behaviour at target RNC:
· A target SGSN may request RAB establishment for interactive/background (nRT) preserved PDP Contexts for which no RAB exists in the Source RNC
· In case of Iur, the Target RNC shall not re-establish RABs which are not present in the Source RNC
· In absence of Iur, the Target RNC should not re-establish RABs which are not present in the Source RNC. It appears beneficial that the Target RNC does not re-establish RABs which were not present in the Source RNC. Nevertheless, as Preservation procedure may not be supported in the Target SGSN, it is an RNC implementation choice to re-establish these RABs. A SGSN does not differentiate case of RABs not activated due to resource problem or other reasons in the RNC.
On signalling issues:
· The Target RNC will include in the RABs failed to set up IE of RELOCATION REQUEST ACKNOWLEDGE message all RABs which are not set up at target side with no differentiation on the reason.

· The source SGSN may include in the RABs to be released IE of RELOCATION COMMAND RABids which do not exist source RNC side (as associated to preserved PDP Contexts), the Source RNC will ignore them.
