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	When the PSI concept was introduced, different routing alternatives were standardised to reach the AS hosting a PSI: the SIP requests could be routed through an S-CSCF assigned to that AS, or the requests could be routed directly by the I-CSCF (case when the HSS interrogation returns directly the address of the AS, or the destination is a sub-domain PSI).
In this case, if the AS needs to interact with an MRFC, it won't have any S-CSCF assigned to send the control messages, and it is currently specified in 23.228 that the AS has to go through a S-CSCF to contact the MRFC. Therefore it is proposed to allow routing through the I-CSCF for interaction between the AS and the MRFC.
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	In section 5.14.2, the I-CSCF is added as a potential entity through which the AS could send control messages to the MRFC. An additional sentence is also added to clarify when the S-CSCF or the I-CSCF is used to route the AS messages towards the MRFC: "Use of the S-CSCF or I-CSCF depends on whether the session was routed to the AS via the S-CSCF or I-CSCF, respectively."

Service control based interactions between the MRFC and the AS

The MRFC/MRFP resources may also be used, based on service control in an IMS network, for services such as multiparty sessions, announcements or transcoding. In this case an Application Server interacts with an MRFC. Session control messages are passed between the AS and the MRFC via the S‑CSCF or I-CSCF. Use of the S-CSCF or I-CSCF depends on whether the session was routed to the AS via the S-CSCF or I-CSCF, respectively.
There are two approaches for the AS to control the sessions. In the first, the AS uses 3rd party call control. The second approach uses the SIP REFER method.
In either case, the appropriate service in the AS would be triggered by a UE initiated SIP message containing information indicating the specific capabilities desired. This session invitation would also carry additional information indicating the specific capabilities (e.g., multi-party). A conference ID would be assigned by the MRFC and would be used by the AS in subsequent interactions with the MRFC in INVITE messages connecting other endpoints.
3rd party call control can also be used to invite announcement and transcoding services. That is, the AS will send an INVITE to the MRFC with an indication of the capability being requested and with additional information related to the specific service such as identification of the announcement to be played or identification of the specific transcoding requirements.
