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1. Overall Description:

SA5 thank ATIS TMOC for the LS on NGN charging and billing, summarizing the results on harmonisation between related 3GPP SA5 and ATIS TMOC specifications.

SA5 have analysed and would like to clarify its position on statements within section 5 of the LS as follows:

1) CGF should be able to export either Bx or TMOC protocol (either IPDR/SP or IPDR/F)

3GPP are currently unable to accommodate the requirement that the CGF be able to export (output) charging data on the TMOC protocol towards the billing domain.

2) CGF should be able to accept as input either Ga (in case it is separate from the CDF) or TMOC protocol (IPDR/SP)

The 3GPP CGF would not be able to accept the TMOC protocol as an input at this point of time.

3) CDF should be able to accept as input either Rf or TMOC protocol (IPDR/SP)

3GPP CDF would not be able to take in as input the TMOC protocol.

4) Billing domain should be able to accept as input either Bx or TMOC protocol (either IPDR/SP or IPDR/F)

The billing domain is out of the immediate scope of 3GPP SA5 work. Thus, 3GPP cannot ensure or mandate the billing domain acceptance of the TMOC protocol as input. Furthermore 3GPP is also unable to support this endeavour by specifying this feature in 3GPP.
These clarifications reflect the outcome of the joint meeting with ATIS TMOC held in January 2006. 
However, should SA5 reconsider its position in the future on the above statements, SA5 will let you know.
