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1. Introduction

This paper proposes to add a new section for the CSI AS functional description.

The TR 23.819 mentioned about the CSI AS to support interworking between IMS and CSI capable UE. The current document describes functionalities supported by the CSI AS and the information which could influence the session handling the CSI AS.
2. Discussion

Currently the CSI AS has to support some functionalities. 

· Perform the termination logic to decide the terminating domain. The CSI AS has to decide whether the session has to be terminated to the CS domain or the IMS domain. 

· Decide whether to keep in the session path or not. If the terminated UE is CSI capable, it will keep in the session path. Otherwise it won’t.

· Register the UE which has CSI capability via 3rd party registration. 

· Session separation/forwarding/combining. If an IMS session containing a voice call and other media, the session has to be separated into two parts. And when the response message comes in, it has to be combined into one session. If an IMS session only containing a voice call or other media, the session has to be forwarded to the proper domain.
· 
As mentioned above whenever the CSI AS has an incoming session via S-CSCF, it performs the termination logic to decide which domain the incoming session has to be terminated to. 

Below are some of the factors which could influence the terminating domain decision for the CSI Interworking. 

· Component composing the incoming session;

· IMS Registration status. 

· CS Attachment status. 

· VoIP capability;

· Operator policy;

· User’s preferred domain for voice call.
· Current used domain for active session.

3. Conclusion

CSI Application Server (CSI AS)
CSI AS provides functions for interworking between CSI and IMS capable UE. 
The CSI AS analyzes incoming session to terminate proper domain. Based on the composing media component of the incoming session, the CSI AS performs Session separation/forwarding/combining functionalities.
The CSI AS provides the following functions for the CSI interworking. 
· Perform termination logic.
· Decide whether to keep in the session path or not. 
· Session separation/forwarding/combining.
· Register the UE which has CSI capability via 3rd party registration.
·
