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Abstract of the contribution:

Introduction

This contribution recommends the Call Forwarding and Call Barring SHOULD be provided in IMS instead of MAY be provided in IMS.

For Call Forwarding it is the opinion of the contributing companies that it should be executed only once.  Also, with the working assumption that all incoming call for VCC subscriber will be terminated in IMS, it is recommended that all Call Forwarding supplementary services for VCC UE voice calls are provided in IMS to avoid negative user experience resulting from misaligned service profiles in CS domain and IMS when these services are configured in both domains.  Additional discussion background can be found in S2H060031.
For Call Barring, there is a separate paper from Lucent et call stating some limitation of distributed control.  For example, Outgoing Call Barring and Operator Determined Barring services should be provided in IMS for VCC users as some configuration of CS Outgoing Call Barring may bar the IMRN used for execution of CS Anchoring in IMS and/or the VFN used for Domain Transfer from IMS to CS.  Hence to eliminate those limitation it is highly recommend to have IMS provide the Call Barring supplementary services.  Additional discussion background can be found in S2H060030.

Supplementary Services behaviour

6.5.2.1
General

This clause specifies service behaviours for calls which are anchored in IMS.

Voice calls for VCC subscribers established via the CS domain may or may not be anchored in the IMS, subject to operator policy. Supplementary services for VCC subscriber CS calls which are not anchored in IMS are provided as in TS 23.011 [12] and TS 24.010 [14].
