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1 Introduction
It is currently described in section 6.5.2.2.1 that “There is no impact on the Line Identification Supplementary Services during Domain Transfer, because these services occurred before the call is set up or delivered” and in section 6.5.2.2.3 that “There is no impact on the COLP or TIP services”. This paper discusses the impact of domain transfer on COLP or TIP services, and proposes the method to solve the problem.

2 Discussion

It is true that the Line Identification Supplementary Services are invoked during procedure of call establishment and therefore it seems there is no impact on these services during domain transfer. However, during the domain transfer procedure, there is a new access leg establishment procedure, which in fact is a CS origination with VDN as called party number or an IMS origination with VDI as Request-URI.
Since the new access leg is established between the VCC UE and the DTF, the connected number in ANM or P-Asserted-Identity header in 200 OK will be not the number or identity of the remote user; therefore, if the VCC user has an activated COLP/TIP service, he may be puzzled by the displayed number now.

So, there is an impact on COLP/TIP service during domain transfer. To solve the problem, we have two choices:

· The DTF responses the number or identity of the remote user in 200 OK for INVITE establishing the new access leg during domain transfer; or

· The VCC UE ensures not to display the wrong number or identity on its screen.   

Considering that some of the UE support the function of connect notification, which is also need to bypass by the UE for the procedure establishing new access leg during domain selection, it is proposed to ask the VCC UE to ensure not to display the wrong number or identity on its screen.

Line Identification Supplementary Services

6.5.2.2.1
General

There is no impact on the Line Identification Supplementary Services except COLP/TIP during Domain Transfer, because these services occurred before the call is set up or delivered.

6.5.2.2.2
IMS: Originating Identification Presentation (OIP), CS: Calling Line Identity Presentation (CLIP)

There is no impact on the CLIP or OIP services.

6.5.2.2.3
IMS: Terminating Identification Presentation (TIP), CS: Connected Line Identity Presentation (COLP)

There is no impact on the COLP or TIP services. 

6.5.2.2.4
IMS: Originating Identification Restriction (OIR), CS: Calling Line Identity Restriction (CLIR)

There is no impact on the CLIR or OIR services.

6.5.2.2.5
IMS: Terminating Identification Restriction (TIR), CS: Connected Line Identity Restriction (COLR)

There is no impact on the COLR or TIR services for the original call/session establishment.
However, during the new access leg establishment, the connected number in ANM or P-Asserted-Identity header in 200 OK is not the number or identity of the remote user, therefore, in order not to puzzle the user, the VCC UE shall ensure not to display the wrong number or identity on its screen (e.g. by keeping the number received during the call/session establishment).
