This contribution offers a release principle in detail for source access leg release when the switch to the transferred-in domain is complete

Discussion
In section 6.4.1.4,it is only mentioned that the VCC UE and the CCCF shall initiate the Session Release procedure when the switch to the transferred-in domain is complete. But due to possibility of loss of coverage in the handing-out domain during the VCC procedure, release from the UE cannot always be guaranteed, so it is necessary to point out that CCCF shall always initiate the release of signalling and bearer in the handing-out domain.

Proposal
Agree the following text in TS 23.206v1.1.0 section 6.

*** The First Change ***

6.4.1.4
Source Access Leg Release

Upon execution of the session modification procedures, the Source Access Leg Release is executed by initiating a session release for the Access Leg previously established via the transferring-out domain using AS/UE session release procedures TS 23.228 [2]. Due to possibility of loss of coverage in the handing-out domain during the VCC procedure, the VCC UE may not initiate the session release procedure. The CCCF shall always initiate the Session Release procedure when the switch to the transferred-in domain is complete. 
NOTE: When both the CCCF and VCC UE initiate the Session Release procedure at the same time it is FFS how to harmonize these two release procedures.
