Introduction

The Ad Hoc group met on 23rd, 24th and 25th August. There were around 35 delegates attending.

There were approximately 90 documents submitted to the meeting. 24 input documents were not handled during the meeting and it may be possible to handle some of these during the VCC sessions in the main SA2 meeting. We were able to agree 19 documents. A further 11 revisions were not handled during the Ad Hoc and will need to be reviewed by the SA2 meeting. 
There was one input LS, S2-062606 (Reply LS on "Clarification on Domain selection for MO and MT Operations"), and it was agreed to forwarded this to SA2 Plenary since the topic seemed to be more appropriately discussed there. One outgoing LS was drafted (S2-063078) and will need to be handled during the VCC sessions in the SA2 Plenary.
There were 10 input documents that are considered to be editorial changes, or changes to improve the readability of the TS. In order to try to handle these efficiently the Ad Hoc convenor invited companies to review these ahead of the SA2 meeting and if they have concerns these are to be raised during the Monday VCC session and individual documents opened, otherwise it was proposed to assume the editorial changes to be agreed.
As indicated above, 24 documents were not handled during the Ad Hoc. These should be handled if there is sufficient time during the VCC SA2 Plenary sessions 
The group agreed to recommend that the VCC TS be sent to SA Plenary for Approval. During the meeting there were a number of issues raised that may need to be included on the cover sheet accompanying the TS and these should be discussed during the week.
