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At SA2#53 the Feature Personal Network Management (stage 1: TS 22.259 PNM) was introduced and the anticipated way forward to cover stage 2 and 3 was discussed.

BenQ Mobile and Vodafone did emphasise that this feature will most probably have only very little impact on current architecture, if at all, no new interfaces would need to be identified as current i/fs could be re-used with some protocol amendments. Insofar the proponents did suggest to cover the necessary work via CRs, without generating a dedicated TS. A proposal to expand the existing stage 1 WID to include stage 2 was presented as well.

In the course of discussion some delegates feared that PNM may interfere with other WIDs as Domain Selection or VCC. As result of some off-line discussions in Lisbon and further plenary discussion TD S2 062558 PNM Stage 2 – SA WG2 Working Assumptions was created highlighting that there will be no interaction with Domain Selection or VCC, providing the following working assumptions:

· PNM is realized as IMS SIP AS - For IMS the PNM AS acts as SIP redirecting proxy according to TS 23.218 and TS 23.228

· For the CS domain the PNM server could either act as a gsmSCF or a PNM-AS. The HSS/HLR interrogates the PNM server for the redirecting information such as forwarding-to-number or forwarding-to-SIP URI.  In the IMS PNM utilizes the Sh reference points for the interaction between HSS and PNM AS

· Management procedures between UE and PNM AS are realized via the Ut reference point

· For support of legacy devices the UE shall be able to perform the basic management via USSD

· PNM redirection from an IMS to a CS destination uses existing 3GPP specifications

With this is the WID in TD S2‑062567 was approved.  
Following the WID, an informative Annex to TS 23.228 is to be introduced to cover stage 2 aspects. SA2 may decide on later point in time to "upgrade" this Annex to "normative" or not. Respective text is proposed by an accompanying CR to TS 23.228.
SA2 is invited to inform CT, CT1 and CT4 accordingly.

The following outlines the proposed way forward in CT WGs:

· At CT1 and CT4, who just hold in parallel to this SA2 meeting their regular meeting, we introduce a PNM WID to cover the CT aspects. 
· A rather detailed document, including procedures and affected protocols based on certain use cases is being introduced to stimulate the discussion, mainly in CT1. Impact from the CS-only case is considered as rather minor from the architectural point of view.
· Although we still hold the position that necessary functionality in stage 3 can be introduced via CRs, we follow the practise in CT to produce a stage 2 likeTS 24.xxx which outlines the functionality (both for the CS and IMS domain) and points to other TSs for protocol amendments. A skeleton TS is being introduced. 
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
