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Action/Decision Requested:

ETSI TISPAN would like to inform 3GPP SA2 that we have open a Work Item on the endorsement of TS 23.204 on SMS and MMS over generic IP access with the objective to capture any extensions required for integration of these services on a TISPAN NGN network.

We have identified the following two requirements in this area:

· nomadic users in an TISPAN NGN environment may register their public identity from a user agent that is not messaging enabled (i.e. it may not support SMS over IP, IMS messaging or neither of them); the solution should cope with non messaging capable user agents. An example of this is a analog phone connected to a Terminal Adaptor

· the solution should be flexible enough to allow an operator to decide whether ‘cellular SMS-to-SMS over IP’ interworking and/or ‘cellular SMS-to-IMS messaging’ interworking should be implemented in their network The rational for this requirement is that some operators may decide to keep their IM and SMS services as independent services, whilst having the ability to deliver SMS messages over IMS 

which, as far as we understand, are not yet covered in TS 23.204. 

They key two extensions we think are needed for TS 23.204 to support these two requirements are:

· the need for the UE to explicitly indicate their ability to send and receive SMS and/or IMS messages at registration

· explicit clarification that it is an operator policy to decide whether or not an SMS message should be mapped to an IMS message and vice versa. Such operator policy also includes decisions on whether or not the HSS needs to be updated on receipt of a registration for an IMS Messaging capable UA. 

We would like to request that 3GPP discuss these requirements and inform TISPAN of whether these are also applicable to a 3GPP environment.

TISPAN looks forward to continue exchanges and fruitful cooperation with 3GPP.
