Introduction

There was some discussion at the last adhoc about on a scenario when two UE’s, registered with the same Public User ID, both engaged in UE originated calls, request domain transfer.

The problem, raised in S2-062723, is that the DTF needs to know which of the two UE’s requesting domain transfer.
The following chapter discusses this problem.

Discussion
The scenario described in S2-062723 deals with the basic idea that two users share the same E.164 number, a so-called house number. This number is used when initiating calls via IMS/WLAN at home. When both users having ongoing voice calls, one user leaves WLAN area and requests domain transfer, the DTF needs to know which remote leg has to be connected to the new access leg.
Paper S2-062723 argues that the use of dynamic VDNs could solve this problem. Each of the two users uses a different VDN within the SETUP message requesting domain transfer. The DTF knows which user uses which VDN, because it has provided the VDN somehow before the domain transfer request occurs.
But dynamic VDNs are not required to separate two users, which using a shared public user ID for initiating calls in IMS. The DTF could also use the MSISDN as public user ID to separate users. The MSISDN is a unique ID in the CS domain and should not be configured as a shared public user ID in the IMS.

When a VCC subscriber registers with IMS, the S-CSCF sends a 3rd-party register towards the DTF, which may then subscribe to the reg event package to be informed by the S-CSCF about the entire VCC subscriber’s public user IDs (shared and not shared). This concludes that if the IMS is configured properly the DTF has knowledge about the user’s MSISDN.
Now, if a user requests domain transfer to CS, the VMSC includes the MSISDN into the IAM towards IMS. The DTF receives an INVITE containing the MSISDN and compares it with the list of registered public IDs. This unequally identifies the user which requests domain transfer.

Conclusion
Dynamic VDNs are not required to separate UEs initiating domain transfer.
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
