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1. Overall Description:

SA2 thanks CT1 for their kind Liaison regarding UPDATE request that is mandatory in Rel-5.  The questions you have raised have recently been discussed in SA2.  Our responses can be found below.
CT1 Q:
1) Is it possible, that a Rel-6 UE, that does not send the UPDATE request towards a Rel-5 network (either its own network or the network of the terminating user), would cause the charging in the Rel-5 network to fail?

SA2 R:
Yes, in Rel-5 it is specified that the charging information is carried UPDATE request. Therefore a Rel-5 network implementation would assume to see UPDATE request in order to charge appropriately.

CT1 Q:
2) What would be the impact on charging and session setup if the Rel-6 UE would not send an UPDATE request in the described scenario?

SA2 R:

As the UPDATE (based on SA2 and SA5 specifications) is the only SIP request in Rel-5, that transports the charging identifiers, charging would not be possible in a Rel-5 network, if the UPDATE is not sent.
CT1 Q:
3) Is it therefore necessary, that a Rel-6 UE, when getting aware that a Rel-5 network entity is involved in the session, sends the UPDATE request, even if the short session setup would not require to send it?

SA2 R: The short session setup procedures do not apply to Rel-5 IMS, as Rel-5 IMS was designed based on the assumption, that the full IMS session setup would be used for all sessions. The flexibility of the short session setup was introduced in Rel-6. If a Rel-6 UE gets aware, that it inter-works with a Rel-5 IMS entity, it must send the UPDATE, regardless of the state of resource reservation. In other words, in this case the Rel-6 must apply the long session setup procedures as described in Rel-5 IMS.
CT1 Q:
4) Are there other reasons that would require the sending of the UPDATE request from a Rel-6 UE towards a Rel-5 network

SA2 R:
Due to the requirement of UPDATE for charging reasons, it can be expected, that the UPDATE is required by all Rel-5 entities, also those, who are not performing any charging related actions (e.g. a Rel-5 UE)
