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SA2 would like to thank the Messaging Working Group of the Open Mobile Alliance for their kind liaison regarding the status of OMA´s converged IP messaging.

In response to OMAs query regarding any related work ongoing, SA2 would like to inform OMA that there are currently no studies ongoing within SA2 for a converged IP messaging service.   We would also like to inform, though, that there have been some improvements within 3GPP release 7 that may be of interest to you as you progress your study.  Some of these are expanded upon below:

IMS multimedia telephony and supplementary services

As the requirements of the converged IP messaging service includes the ability to use full-duplex-voice, multimedia telephony may be of interest.

The IMS multimedia telephony services, that was produced in conjunction with ETSI TISPAN, provides multimedia conversational communication between two or more users, providing real-time bi-directional conversational transfer of speech, video or optionally other types of data.  This is specified from an end-to-end perspective, including related supplementary services such as Communication Forwarding etc.

Identification of IMS communication services

 With the introduction of IMS communication services in 3GPP release 7 also came the ability to identify the requested IMS communication service, which also allows applications to (re-use) the IMS communication services.  Applications which use the IMS communication services can be explicitly identified through the use of the IMS application reference.  An example of this is captured in Figure 4.13.1 of TS 23.228, reproduced below.

SA2 raises this topic for OMA to consider the possibility that the converged IP messaging service may be an IMS application that re-uses existing IMS communication services, such as Multimedia telephony, PoC, etc.
