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1. Overall Description:

SA2 thanks CT3 for their LS informing about CT3’s discussion of the mechanisms for the Rx interface to enable the PCRF to report on the signalling path status.

SA2 discussed the issue and is aware of the limitations of the current solution, i.e. that the P-CSCF would be informed about a permanent loss of IMS signalling resources that in some cases only is possible after the expiry of very long timers. SA2 also discussed possibilities for improving the current solution, like timer-based supervision at the PCEF of the activity of PCC rules, but concluded that there will be no enhancements of the current solution in Release 7.
Consequently, SA2 likes to reply to CT3 that a notification about the permanent loss of a signalling bearer is considered sufficient for GPRS and that there are no further Gx extensions required.
