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1 Introduction

This contribution proposes some architecture principles for non-3GPP integration with 3GPP SAE for TS 23.402. These Architectural principles are based on requirements from TR 23.882 and TS 22.278 and decisions taken at last SA2 Plenary.  
2 Proposal

xx. Architecture Requirements and Principles
Procedures and protocols used on interfaces between non-3GPP access and SAE system shall be built on IETF RFCs and/or drafts
EAP based authentication scheme shall be supported for authenticating users accessing the SAE system through non-3GPP accesses
The user traffic to/from non-3GPP access shall pass through at least one SAE GW in order to support mobility between non-3GPP and 3GPP accesses and/or access to 3GPP PS services and/or operator’s policy

The Evolved 3GPP Mobility Management shall allow the network operator to control the type of access system being used by a subscriber.

Mobility procedures between 3GPP access systems and non 3GPP access system shall provide seamless operations of both real-time (e.g. VoIP) and non real-time applications and services by, for example, minimizing the packet loss and interruption time.

In order to maximise users' access opportunities, the evolved architecture should allow a UE which is roaming to a VPLMN to use a non-3GPP access network with which the VPLMN has a business agreement. For example, it should be possible for a user to use a WLAN access network with whom only the visited operator has a direct relationship (not the home operator).

The SAE System shall support Ipv4 and Ipv6 connectivity to both 3GPP and non-3GPP access systems. Mobility between 3GPP and non-3GPP access systems supporting different IP versions should be supported with minimum network/terminal impacts.

It shall be possible for the operator to provide the UE with access network information pertaining to locally supported 3GPP and non-3GPP access technologies. The access network information may also include operator preferences based on locally available 3GPP and non-3GPP access technologies, and the information may be restricted to the access technologies or access networks the UE can use.

It shall be possible to perform Lawful Intercept for both roaming and non-roaming users for all access systems the user are allowed to use.
