A UE should support a capability to obtain local emergency numbers from the network once such a capability has been defined and agreed.



NOTE1:
TS 24.008 [13] contains a procedure to provide local emergency numbers for UMTS and GPRS access but the procedure is not applicable to I-WLAN and contains a limited number of emergency service categories. Therefore, an improved capability may need to be developed for IMS Emergency calls.

It shall be possible to prevent the sending of the information of the users, such as public user identifiers and the location information to the PSAP when explicitly requested by the user, i.e. request on session by session basis.
NOTE2:
Since emergency call is not subscription based call, this capability does not depend on user profile. It is not recommended to use this ability in emergency call; however, as a specdial consideration based on national regulation, this ability shall be provided, and local policy defines this method.
