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SA2 would like to thank SA for the LS regarding the study of a Common Profile Storage Framework. Since the study lacks a conclusion at this point it is difficult to identify clearly the impacts on the 3GPP architecture.  However …
· Some statements in section 4.2 indicate that the study focuses in improvements of the current GSM and UMTS architecture and not so much in the management of the network. For example, changing how the information is distributed between HLR, VLR/MSC and SGSN (as suggested, e.g. in Motivating Statement 6 and Use Case 6) would certainly mean serious impacts on the entire 3GPP Core Network.  If we add to that the fact that the technical report intends to study alternatives to the use SS7 (Motivating Statement 8), it follows that the scope of this study goes beyond the responsibilities usually assigned to SA5 and overlaps with that of the current study on an architecture evolution in the SAE Work Item. It might be acceptable to have a study in SA5 that has a result of considerations related with Network Management some recommendations of changes in the architecture, but if the main requirements of the study are not about Network Management but about network architecture design, then the work should take place in other groups (SA2).
· In order to avoid duplication of work, and also in order to ensure that architecture discussions take place in the appropriate group, SA2 suggests that the CPS study in SA5 puts its focus on the aspects of a Central Profile Storage Framework that have more relationship with Network Management. If there are architectural impacts, they should be a side effect of the study and not its main purpose.

SA2 suggest that at least the following “Required steps of investigation” should be modified or removed:

- “Required step of investigation 6: 

Following use case 8, possibilities to migrate to a less complex signalling network topology should be investigated.”
And also:

· “Motivating Statement 8: Alternative possibilities of retrieving end-user data in comparison to using today's SS7 protocol stacks, allowing for a simpler handling of data queries within an operator's domain.”

· “Motivating Statement 6: High data redundancy”(between HLR, MSC-VLR and SGSN)
· “Use Case 6: End user data common to HLR and VLR (SGSN)” 
Since SA requests a recommended solution to the potential impacts on the TR, the suggestion would be to avoid if possible the impacts on the communication between the core network elements and focus on the requirements of storage of persistent information.  SA2 believes that there should be a solution for the management of persistent information in the network that does not impact nor tries to solve the traffic signalling between network elements.
