Introduction
At the last SA plenary meeting, SA decided that SA 2 should create two TSs (TS 23.401 and TS 23.402) to document the SAE/LTE architecture, see SP-060925 and SP-060926.

This document proposes text for the scope section of TS 23.401.

Discussion

The title of TS 23.401 is given by the WID in SP-060926 to be “GPRS enhancements for LTE access” and this was used in the skeleton of TS 23.401 provided in S2-070327.
However, LTE is not a term that seems to be used by the RAN groups in their specifications. 
In addition, TS 23.401 needs to describe more of the overall system than just “GPRS enhancements”.
Overall, we may need a new name for SAE/LTE which makes sense when the letters are spelt out.….

This document has some of the different names highlighted in yellow.
Proposal

It is proposed that the revision marked text below is discussed, revised and agreed for inclusion as the scope of TS 23.401.

Scope

The present document defines the stage 2 service description for the Evolved 3GPP system which is a packet bearer only system. ITU-T Recommendation I.130 [x] describes a three-stage method for characterisation of telecommunication services, and ITU-T Recommendation Q.65 [y] defines stage 2 of the method.

The present document only contains an overview of the Radio Access Network functionality. TS 36.300 [z] contains the overall description of the Evolved Universal Terrestrial Radio Access (E-UTRA) and Evolved Universal Terrestrial Radio Access (E-UTRAN). 

The present document describes interworking between Core Network elements based on protocols specified in 3GPP Technical Specifications. In contrast, TS 23.402 describes interworking between Core Network elements based on IETF RFCs.
