Introduction

Clause 6 of TR 23.818, “Analysis of impact of non call related IMS signalling” describes that SIP is used for more than the establishment of real-time services, and that one important service that requires consideration is presence. Presence signalling can result in both a high number of messages over the air interface as well as a large size of messages.

A number of solutions are currently proposed for this issue; solutions which have been analysed and discussed by SA2 during several meetings without managing an agreement for an optimal solution in the release 7 timeframe.

Discussion

Application level solutions by e.g. “Limiting traffic load” and/or “Reducing message size” of the non-call related traffic as defined in sections 6.2.1 and 6.2.2 respectively, come to mitigate the impact of the problem rather than solving it. 
Furthermore, application level solutions shall always be active and executed even if there was sufficient radio capacity over the air interface not being them the most optimal approach in normal conditions. 
On the other hand, transport level solutions based upon finding means to prioritise the non-call related signalling differently through the IP-CAN (e.g. over the air interface) seem to be a more optimal approach. However, SA2 has not been able for the moment to complete a workable solution following this approach.

Proposal

Since it does not seem likely that the problems identified can be resolved before the completion of Release 7, this contribution proposes to defer the analysis and the definition of a solution to this issue to Release 8. 

It is propose that the following text is included into TR 23.818.

6.3 Conclusion
Transport level solutions based upon finding means to prioritise the non-call related signalling differently through the IP-CAN (e.g. over the air interface) are considered to be the optimal approach in order to solve this problem. However, SA2 has not been able to complete a workable solution following this approach before completion of Release 7.

It is proposed that the analysis and the definition of a solution for this study item are further deferred to Release 8.
