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Introduction
This document describes proposals for general guidelines with respect to making SAE architecture decisions at the SA2 R8 and the joint SA2/RAN WG meeting.

Proposal
Discussions around the SAE architecture indicate a rather wide range of opinions on even the most basic cornerstones of SAE, especially post-SA#34. 
However, there are several proposals available this week on some key decision points of the architecture. As these individual items show inter-relation on multiple fronts, the preference from the SA2 community is to make a decision over these points in a single go preferably by the end of this meeting week. 
I.e. these decisions should not be taken in isolation, but rather as a package that would also ideally result in an overall architecture picture for SAE.
Note that the detailed list of decision items is still under discussion in SA2, but do comprise several of the items on the Joint Meeting agenda, e.g. location of PDCP, separation of MME, etc…
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
