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This contribution proposes that two variants of the S2 reference point are specified. The first variant being based on client Mobile IP (CMIP) approaches, the second variant based on proxy Mobile IP (PMIP).

1. Introduction
Over the past months we had extensive discussions on the pros and cons of host-based and network-based mobility management approaches for inter-system mobility between LTE/SAE and non-3GPP system. It has not been possible to achieve agreement on all details how to interpret the requirements related to intersystem-mobility and whether these are satisfied or not by the selected candidate MM protocols.

Nevertheless there seems to be broad consensus that both basic approaches, CMIP and PMIP, will need to be supported. This leads to the proposal

It is proposed that both CMIP and PMIP approaches of mobility management shall be supported on the S2 interface. This shall be captured with the addition of the sentence proposed below into Sec. 4 of TS 23.402.
This proposal does not suggest any specific protocol or protocol variant. This is left for further discussion.
