During last SA2 meeting, the discussion on architectural requirements related to service consistency revealed a need for further clarification. 
2
Discussion

The study item on Centralized IMS Services Control shall enable that home IMS network services shall be provided when using CS access for speech media transport in home and roaming networks. It was clarified already that a reduced service offering may be provided subject to the constraints of the access networks (example of such a reduced services offering are the non-availability of mid-call services or restrictions regarding presentation services). However, when using PS access for speech media transport, then home IMS network services shall not be impacted by the solution for Centralized IMS Services Control. 

Besides the support of MMTel basic communication and supplementary services over CS access, the solution shall also support call independent IMS supplementary service management to allow the end user to modify, e.g., the call forwarding settings in IMS.

Conclusion
Based on the discussion above, it is proposed to make the appropriate changes to Section 5.2 Architectural Requirements of 3GPP TR 23.982 as follows:

Architectural Requirements

5.2.1
Service consistency
The following requirements are defined to ensure service consistency:

-
It shall be possible to provide the services offered by the Telephony Application Server to the users who are accessing the network via the CS domain or via an IP-CAN supporting MMTel full duplex speech service set as defined in 22.173 [2] & 24.173 [5]. 
-
Current definition of the MMTel multimedia telephony service definitions offered by the TAS as defined in 22.173 [2] and 24.173 [5] shall not be changed due to the centralization of services in IMS.

-
Home IMS network services shall be provided when using CS access for speech media transport in home and roaming networks; however a reduced service offering may be provided subject to the constraints of the access network.
-
Home IMS network services shall not be impacted when using PS access for speech media transport in home and roaming networks by the solution for Centralized IMS Service Control.
-
Solution shall support call independent IMS Supplementary Services management.
-
Solution needs to work also over international transit networks.

It shall be possible to support Emergency Call and Priority Services (ETS) for IMS Centralized Services users.
