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1. Overall Description:

RAN3 would like to thank CT1 for the reply LS on radio access network sharing in SAE/LTE (R3-070318/ C1‑070401) and reply LS from RAN2 on the Usage of Tracking Areas (TA) in SAE/LTE (R3-070021/R2-063683).

Question from CT1:

CT1 noted that currently in a UTRAN cell shared by multiple operators the system information broadcast will contain multiple PLMN-IDs, but the location area ID of the cell will be the same for all these PLMNs. 

CT1 would like to ask RAN3 whether a similar restriction can be assumed for E-UTRAN sharing.
Feedback asked from RAN2:

Feedback on the network sharing issues related to the discussion on the usage of tracking area concepts in SAE/LTE. 

RAN3 reply:

Regarding the tracking area concept in E-UTRAN the “multi TA-registration” concept was agreed in RAN3 #55. Hence for “multi TA-registration” concept only one single Tracking Area Code (TAC) combined with the PLMN-id is broadcasted per cell.

In E-UTRAN sharing multiple PLMN-ids are broadcasted per cell as in the Rel-6 UMTS architecture.

In the shared area, the TAC is broadcasted only once, the TAC should be valid within all the PLMNs sharing the radio access network resources, therefore only a list of PLMNs needs to be broadcasted (i.e. multiple PLMN list). 

It is also RAN3 understanding that the handling of area/roaming restriction in LTE_ACTIVE is performed in the eNB. The information is provided by the MME over the S1 interface.

2. Actions:

To CT1 and RAN2 groups.
