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Abstract of the contribution:

This paper proposes a list of requirements to support mobility and service continuity between 3GPP access networks and I-WLAN Interworking.  
1. Introduction

The WID, “Feasibility Study of Mobility between 3GPP-WLAN Interworking and 3GPP Systems” [S2-070601] describes a new work item to address mobility, service continuity and roaming between the pre-SAE 3GPP system and I-WLAN interworking.  The main goal is to provide mobility for user sessions and improve the user experience as the user moves across these networks.  The work item proposes to study and define solutions for supporting I-WLAN mobility.  In the paper we propose a list of requirements that a solution for I-WLAN mobility would need to satisfy.
2. Proposed Requirements
The following requirements should be supported by any solution for I-WLAN mobility.

· The system shall support service continuity between pre-SAE 3GPP packet switched network and IWLAN network.

· The impact to the 3GPP packet switched network shall be minimal.
· It shall be possible to preserve the IP address for the UE sessions as the UE moves between the 3GPP packet switched network and IWLAN network.
· The solution shall work with and use existing charging and policy infrastructure.
· Charging information shall continue to be collected irrespective of whether the UE is attached to the 3GPP packet switched network or the IWLAN network.
· The solution shall provide a smooth migration to the mobility solution developed for SAE and non-3GPP untrusted access mobility.

· Packet loss and handover latency shall be minimized.
· The mobility solution shall add minimal per packet overhead for UE sessions.
· The solution shall support multiple PDP contexts per APN.
· Connectivity to multiple PDNs shall be possible.

· Mobility and session continuity for both IPv4 and IPv6 sessions shall be possible.

· Mobility shall be provided in the roaming scenarios, where the UE is in a visited PLMN.
· Simultaneous 3GPP and IWLAN access should be supported.

3. Proposal

It is proposed to add the contents of section 2 above to the requirements section of TR 23.8xx
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
