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1. Overall Description:

3GPP SA2 IMS-SWG is studying a way to deliver consistent services to the user via IMS centralised services regardless of the serving access type, e.g. CS domain access or IP-CAN.
During the study activity, the need has arisen  to have a mandatory support of the Automatic Device Detection feature (as described in TS 22.101, clause 7.4), i.e. to have the HSS mandatory updated with the IMEISV of the User Equipment the subscriber is currently using (in order to enable the HSS to identify whether an handset is ICS capable or not).
In order to progress the work, SA2 kindly asks CT4 the following questions.
Question 1:
SA2 asks CT4 group if they consider feasible in Release 8 to have HSS mandatory updated with the IMEISV of the User Equipment the subscriber is currently using. 
Question 2:

For backward compatibility reasons, the need to have such mandatory behavior should apply also to pre-Release 8 network. Thus, SA2 asks CT4 group their opinion on whether such feature can be made mandatory before Release 8, and in particular from which release onwards .
2. Actions:
