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A drafting session on QoS & Policy aspects of the S5/S8-IETF interface, and their potential relationships with the S2 interfaces, was held on March 27th, 2007 from 5.45pm to 7.30pm 

The drafting session was attended by Nokia/Siemens, Ericsson, Vodafone, Alcatel-Lucent, Nortel, Motorola, IPWireless, Starent, Azaire, Samsung, ATT, Telecom Italia, QUALCOMM Europe, and was chaired by Mr Lorenzo Casaccia
Different options were identified for the QoS/Policy aspects of the S5/S8-IETF interface.

The following descriptions were agreed

Option 1

· S5-IETF is “bearer-less” and QoS/Policy is transferred at the SDF level
· 1a) QoS/Policy is transferred not “on path” (e.g. with a S7 + S9 + S7 chain)
· 1b) QoS/Policy is transferred “on path” (e.g with DIAMETER in parallel to CMIP/PMIP over S5-IETF)
Option 2

· The PDN SAE GW identifier "S5-IETF bearers" over S5-IETF
· 2a) S5-IETF bearers are identified with the inner DSCP
· 2b) S5-IETF bearers are identified with some other ID

Option 3

· S5-IETF is removed from the architecture and its functionalities are incorporated into S2a/S2b (whose definition is extended)
· It was commented that Option 3 is based on Option 1

The aforementioned options were discussed in some detail, but no consensus on a preferred option could be found by the drafting group.
A show of hands was therefore held to collect indicative preferences, with the following results

Option 1: 8 votes
Option 2: 5 votes
Option 3: 2 votes
