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General

Release 7 Finalization:
TSG SA#35 agreed that Rel-7 is functionally frozen at this meeting and functional modifications may only be made to Features with agreed exceptions. The work is expected to be completed in June 2007 for the majority of the Rel 7 Features. Any items still not completed in June 2007 will require Rel 7 exception sheets which will be considered at the June 2007 TSG meetings. 
Although SA2 has not asked for any Rel-7 stage-2 exceptions, 2 approved Rel-7 exceptions originally requested by TSG-CT is identified needing SA2 effort:

· GPRS aspects of IMS Emergency calls (including both normal and UICC-less emergency calls)

· PCC aspects (Gx interface) of IMS Emergency calls

Additionally, based on a company contribution TSG-SA#35 granted Rel-7 exception till June/2007 for the One Tunnel deployment guideline Technical Report.
CSI capability negotiation interworking:
TSG-CT reported that stage-3 for CSI capability negotiation interworking performed by the MGCF will not be possible to complete for Rel-7. As a result, SA2’s CR introducing this functionality to TS 23.279 was rejected (SP-070083).
Mandatorrines of GRUU:
TSG-SA#35 discussed the mandatorriness of GRUU based on direct company input contributions. 
As a result of the discussion it was decided that “If a UE could become engaged in a service (e.g telephony supplementary service) that potentially requires the ability to identify and interact with a specific UE even when multiple UEs share the same single Public User Identity then the UE should support GRUU”
A corresponding CR to TS 23.228 was approved in SP-070246. 
SAE workplan:
TSG-SA decided to merge the SAE workplan maintained so far By Mr. Jan Ellsberger into the official MCC workplan maintained by Mr. Alain Sultan. 

Release 7 Specifications:
The final decision on which specifications should be automatically upgraded to Rel 7 by MCC will be made at TSG SA#36 in June. WGs were asked to provide the appropriate information to MCC.
SA2 documents:

CRs:

All SA2 CRs was approved as provided to SA plenary without revisions or major comments, except for:

· 23.279 CR#0031rev1 (Supporting CSI capability exchange for CSI Interworking) was rejected after TSG-CT’s report claiming that stage-3 will not be ready for this functionality for Rel-7.

· 23.228 CR#0630rev2 (Clarification to the identification of IMS communication services) was approved as revised in SP-070237. The revision clarifies that “This version of the specification does not require the capability to use multiple requested IMS communication service identifiers in the SIP method that initiates a SIP dialogue or standalone transaction. However, the protocol implementation shall nonetheless be prepared to transport more than one requested IMS communication service identifier and the network shall be prepared to handle the situation if multiple IMS communication service identifiers are received but the network is only required to take action on one of the values. The same applies for the UE”. 
· 23.279 CR#0032R3: Using Dynamic Service Active Info mechanism for route control (CSICS, Rel-7). This was re-worded to remove the implied implementation option and approved as CR0032R4 in SP‑070221.

· 23.228 CR#0645R1: This was written to the wrong version of the base specification and was updated to the correct version and checked by the authors (CableLabs) before being approved as CR0645R2 in SP‑070220.

· 23.206 CR#0041R1: This CR was revised to change "attempt to release the held/waiting call/session" to "initiate the release of the held/waiting call/session" to CR0041R2 in SP‑070228.
Note also that a number of errors were corrected by MCC (e.g. Work Item code, etc…) before submission to SA plenary.

TSs and TRs:

TR 23.847 version 1.0.0 provided for information to TSG-SA#35 was noted.

SIDs/WIDs:

The SA2 agreed new and revised WIDs and SIDs where approved without comments or revisions.

WID update on IMS Centralized Services was approved in SP‑070239. Source: Airbiquity, Alcatel-Lucent, AT&T, Cingular, Ericsson, LG Electronics, Marvell Semiconductor, Motorola, Newstep, Nokia, Nortel Networks, Rogers Communications, Siemens, Telcordia, Telecom Italia, TeliaSonera, Huawei. This update expands the SA2 study item to also cover a technical report in SA1.

Regarding the Study Item on Mobility between 3GPP-WLAN Interworking and 3GPP Systems, TSG-SA#35 noted that any potential overlap with the SAE Work will be reviewed in TSG-SA as the work progresses (i.e. reviewed in June 2007).
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
