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The S2 IMS SWG discussed the term ‘Number Portability’ during the S2#56b meeting in St Louis as part of CRs to 23.228 on Number Portability.  It was noted that the term used in 21.905 could be improved to better reflect Number Portability terminology used by fixed and mobile networks. 
The latest version of 21.905 includes the following:

“Number portability: Where the provision of diallable numbers is independent of home environment and/or serving network.”
Participants at the S2#56b IMS SWG meeting discussed the following definition update:
“Number Portability (NP): The ability for a subscriber to change their subscription network within the same country while retaining their assigned E.164 numbers.”
S2 IMS SWG determined that the term ‘Number Portability’ did not need to be added to 

23.228 since the term Number Portability is already included in 21.905. Furthermore, CableLabs was asked to 
prepare a draft  liaison statement to SA1 to recommend a change to 21.905 based upon the IMS SWG 
consensus. The following draft liaison statement is intended to complete this action item. 
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1. Overall Description:

SA2 has recently addressed the IMS architecture aspects of supporting Number Portability as reflected in 3GPP TS 23.228 V8.0.0. During the course of identifying changes to 23.228 to support Number Portability, SA2 reviewed Number Portability and Mobile Number Portability terms found in 21.905. SA2 has discussed these terms and would like to recommend the following change to SA1 for consideration. 
The current version of 21.905 defines Number Portability as follows:

“Number portability: Where the provision of diallable numbers is independent of home environment and/or serving network.”
While this definition includes certain aspects of Number Portability, SA2 recommends the term be changed to the following:

“Number Portability (NP): The ability for a subscriber to change their subscription network within the same country while retaining their assigned E.164 numbers.”
SA2 believes this revised definition to be more precise given the range of services IMS can provide beyond telephony and PSTN inter-working. The term is generalized to apply to a number of telephony networks. SA1 consideration of this revised definition is appreciated.
