Introduction & Discussion:

There are currently several proposals on how to transfer QoS signalling and PCC rules from the SAE system to the non-3GPP accesses (trusted and untrusted). All these proposals have their own advantages and disadvantages and with some considerations any of the proposed solutions could work. However, it is important to agree on one method to perform this function so we can make progress in this regards. 
The co-signing companies support a solution that introduces a direct interface between the 3GPP PCRF and trusted and untrusted Non-3GPP accesses (for untrusted non-3GPP accesses, such an interface should terminate in the ePDG). Such interface would be based on Release 7 Gx.

It is proposed to discuss and agree to the principle of the above proposal, so that related input to TS 23.402 can be produced accordingly 
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
